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Carter Passes Physical.
Says He Feels ‘Great

President Carter passed a rigor- -

ous physical exam yesterday, said
- he's feeling “great” and then re-

hearsed the h’mdlmﬂ of a mlllt'xrv

crisis in the Pentagon “war room.™

After Carter’s 2%-hour physical
at the National Naval WMedical
Center in' Bethesda, Rear Adm.
William Lukash, his personal phy-
sician, issued a statement saying
the results were “centirely normal”
and the president is able to “re-
spond fully” to the physical de-
mands of his office.

1t was Carter's first major physi-
cal checkup since:he beecame pres
dent. The resulting public state-
ment, however, was general, and
lacked the specific details pre-
vious presidents have released on
such items as blood pressure and
weight.

The Lukash statement said Car-
ter “has felt extremely fit through-
out. his first year in office, and !
have madc no recommendations
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that he change his day-to-day i
health habits.” -
Some longtime Cartler friends

have said he appears to have+aged
under the strains of the presi- -
dency in recent momhs. but: Car-,
ter shrugs off such’ comments. “I
feel great,” hie said vcstcrday.
